Directions for Using Easy Bib
1. Go to the internet and then type http://www.easybib.com/  into the address bar.
2. Look at the blue box in the middle of the page and find where it says “autocite” and “manual entry.” Select manual entry.
3. Start by citing your book, since it is the easiest source to cite. Enter the information about your book that you are prompted to provide.
4. Easybib also allows you to cite many different types of sources.  The most common ones appear along the top of the blue box and if you click on “all 58 options” you have even more choices.
5. Once you have entered the information required for a citation, click on the box at the bottom of the page that says “create citation.”  You will then see a box outlined in blue that shows you your citation.  Continue to add your other sources, and when you are done, select the box “save as a word document.”  You will then be directed to create an account, but you can skip this and hit “continue without registering” at the bottom of the page.
6. You will then need to select “click here to download to word” and your works cited page will be formatted for you.
7. Double check the formatting just to be sure:

· Hanging Indent?

· Works Cited not underlined, and centered at top of page?
