Questions to ask for profiles.

What is your name?  Get the correct spelling

What were/are your goals in life?

Can you describe a major accomplishment?  Ie: career/ special interest?

Can you describe challenges you had to overcome to achieve your goals?

Can you describe any risks you had to take?

Do you/ Did you work outside your home?

Can you tell me a story about your family?

Can you relate any special memories?

Do you have a special hobby?

Can you describe changes that have happened in your lifetime?

Do you have any advice for me?

Do you have children?

Where did you grow up?

Where was your family from originally?

Can you tell me some funny stories about your family?

What was your first job?

What was your occupation?

Were you in the armed forces?

Did you fight in any wars?

Are you comfortable talking about wars you have lived through?

What are some of the changes that have occurred since you were young?

Can you recall an interesting date in history and where you were at the time?

What is your best childhood memory?

What did you do for fun when you were a teen?

Did you ever get in trouble?

Do you have a favorite song?

Do you have any collections?

Do you have an interest in sports?

Do you watch television?  Which shows?

REMEMBER:  Make sure you are recording observations of your person ie: mannerisms, physical descriptions, voice,  how other people react to them.

Also, get DIRECT quotes.  Don’t misquote anyone. 
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
