Perpetual: pər-ˈpe-chə-wəl,  : continuing without interruption.

Fumigate: ˈfyü-mə-ˌgāt to apply smoke, vapor, or gas to especially for the purpose of disinfecting or of destroying pests

Rationalize: rash-nə-ˌlīz,   to bring into accord with reason or cause something to seem reasonable

Brusque:ˈbrəsk  markedly short and abrupt

Reserve: ri-ˈzərv self-restraint in the way one looks or acts.

Ineptitude:i-ˈnep-tə-ˌtüd  incompetence, clumsiness, displaying a lack of judgement.

Mug: the face

Barricade: ˈber-ə-ˌkād   a structure set up to block a passage.

Improvise:  ˈim-prə-ˌvīz to put together or act with little or no preparation or planning.

Ravage: ˈra-vij  serious damage; widespread destruction.
